1. Painting with Absolutes

e Engine smoking, gears grinding, the car chugged into the parking lot.

2. Painting with Appositives

e The car, a 1936 Ford, chugged into the parking lot.

3. Painting with Participles (3-in-a-Row) and Participial Phrases

* Clunking, screeching, and sputtering, the car chugged into the parking lot.

e Sliding on the gravel, the car chugged into the parking lot.

4. Painting with Adjectives Out-of-Order

e The coal-black car, dented and rusty, chugged into the parking lot.
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
