Approx number of students participating or who will benefit:  Native Games students (20 students) will directly benefit from the wisdom and instruction of Alaska Native elders.  The elders voice in the classroom provides culturally responsive teaching to these students, attracting them to the classroom.  Aataqun, Anchorage’s high school Native dance club (50 students) that I coordinate will benefit from the guest artist supporting the dance community and inspiring more students to become involved.  The Alaska Native student body at West High (300 students) will benefit from students performing Alaska Native dances at assemblies, motivating the Native student population to take pride in both their culture and West High school events and activities.  The West High student body at large (~1700 students) will benefit from viewing learned Alaska Native dances at assemblies and performances, demonstrating Native students and culture in a positive light.

Explain how this request benefits your Organization/Activity/Group:  Alaska Native guest instructors are invaluable to the culturally responsive education of students in my Native Games/Dance class.  Elders provide guest instruction of traditional dances songs, which is not allowed to be conducted by an individual who does not have permission from the elders, as songs and dances are owned by specific individuals in many of our Native cultures.  Without permission, I cannot teach Native dances, as it would be disrespectful to traditional beliefs and values.  However, each teaching artist I have found to be knowledge in traditional ways of teaching and learning is also a working artist – requiring monetary compensation for each teaching session, and our normal fee has been $50 for each weekly class, including prep time and teaching.
