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APPENDIX C

Appendix C contains basic information concerning educational space specifications (ed specs)
for elementary, middle and senior high schools. These educational specifications were compiled
following EED guidelines. Since the adoption of these guidelines, EED revised its guidelines from a
net square footage to a gross square footage per student calculation. There have been other minor
changes in the way that EED calculates allowable space, which is not directly reflected in the
following ed specs. Therefore, the overall space allocations and capacity calculations in the
following summaries do not reflect the current EED guidelines, though the basic building programs

listed are still valid for building new, or remodeling, school spaces.
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The general space specification for an elementary school is based on projected enrollment of about
550 students in grades K-6. Based upon the State of Alaska Elementary Space Allocation of 106.25
square feet per elementary student, a school will be approximately 58,300 square feet and will be

built upon a 15-acre site having no existing infrastructure.

It should be noted that these are preliminary educational space specifications and may change after

detailed review of the schematic design.

In addition to the standard elementary school curriculum, this facility will also provide pull out
educational programs in resource rooms for main-streamed special education students and students
requiring tutorial instruction. The space allocation for schools with additional special education or
special services programs utilizing self contained classrooms may be granted an additional square

footage allowance with EED approval.

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MIDDLE SCHOOL SPACE SPECIFICATIONS

The ASD has updated the space allocation for middle schools. These are space specifications for a
middle school with a projected enrollment of 1,058 students in grade 7 - 8. The update is based upon
the State of Alaska Secondary Space Allocation of 150 square feet per secondary student. New
facilities will be about 158,000 square feet and be built upon a 30-acre site having no existing
infrastructure.

The district’s allocation recommendation is based on Mirror Lake and Goldenview middle schools.
The revised educational specification was approved by the school board in October 2000.

In addition to the standard middle school curriculum, middle schools will also provide educational
programs for mainstreamed special education students and students requiring tutorial and special
services instruction. The space allocation for schools with additional special education or special
services programs utilizing self-contained classrooms may be granted an additional square footage
allowance with EED approval.

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HIGH SCHOOL SPACE SPECIFICATIONS

The districtwide Educational Specification document, approved by the board in June 1998, serves as
a tool to describe the program and design requirements for any future high school planning in the
district.

Educational Programs

Anchorage high schools offer comprehensive programs that include a variety of offerings, both
required and elective, in the following general-subject areas:

Core Academics (English, math, social studies, world language and science)

Visual arts

Performing Arts (instrumental music, vocal music, drama)

Junior ROTC

Physical education/health

Family and consumer science

Business education/marketing

Technology education

An extensive vocational education program is offered at the King Career Center.
Design Considerations

Several general characteristics must be considered in designing a new high school. The building
must be carefully integrated with existing site conditions, nearby neighborhoods and traffic patterns.
If the design involves renovation and additions, careful consideration must be given to the existing
building to make it contiguous with the planned changes. Site circulation must be designed to safely
zone different types of vehicular and pedestrian traffic. Building design must be organized to aid in
wayfinding and be easy to supervise and monitor. Ample hallway and common space must be
included. It must be possible to separate and secure public-use spaces from other school spaces while
providing access to telephone and restroom facilities. Interior lighting must be appropriately
provided to meet the needs of each instructional area. Exterior lighting must be balanced to provide
safe ingress and egress at all hours. Exterior landscaping should be planned to integrate the existing
vegetation, support site circulation, beautify the grounds and provide adequate on-site snow storage,
without posing safety hazards. Bus areas and student drop-off/pick-up areas need to be separated
from other traffic functions.
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Project Parameters

The High School Educational Specification is designed to be flexible to meet the needs of a high
school of 1200, 1600, or 2000 students in grades 9 - 12. Additionally, a plan was developed for a
600-student optional high school. The educational specifications can be applicable for future high
schools and additions/renovations.

The summary of space requirements for these sizes of schools is based on the State of Alaska
Secondary Space Allocation of 150 square feet per student. It is not possible to provide dedicated
space for all the functions that occur in a modern high school. To accommodate the need for space,
the educational specifications identify basic program space to be provided in all schools. Additional
programs can be provided by prioritizing and combining use for the functions listed on the lower
section of the Summary of Space chart.

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APPENDIX D

SITE SELECTION PROCEDURE

Anchorage is a city characterized by fluctuations in population size, shifting residential
settlement patterns and a changing age structure. Due to these factors, planning for the
provision of needed school sites and facilities in appropriate geographic locations is
critical. The planning process involves the cooperation of many persons and agencies.
The ASD works closely with appropriate agencies of the United States Government, the
State of Alaska and the Municipality of Anchorage. Private individuals and community

groups are also involved in this process, whenever appropriate.

Policy-making bodies involved specifically in the school site selection process are the
Anchorage School Board, Planning and Zoning Commission, and the Anchorage
Assembly. Staff involved in studying, negotiating terms of sale, and recommending
school site selections comes from the school district, its consultants, the municipal

Department of Community Planning & Development, and Heritage Land Bank.

Although there are a number of variables that can affect duration of this process, overall

site selection, approval and acquisition takes about six months.

Identification of Needs

The first phase of a school site selection is identification of the need for a school. The
school district identifies geographic areas where additional schools will be needed, based
on membership projections. These projections are updated yearly, based on historic and
current memberships as well as population trends. This is one function of the 10-Year

Capital Improvement Plan document.

Site Selection Process

The second phase is site selection. For a number of years, a Joint Site Selection
Committee, composed of school district and municipal members, carried out an extended
selection, procurement and acquisition process unique to school sites. Due to its
transparent nature, this process created a weak negotiation position by potentially

telegraphing intent and raising property owners’ price expectations. The municipality’s
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process for its public facility sites offered a more prudent strategy. Accordingly, the
Assembly approved Ordinance AO No. 2007-124(S) to align the school site selection and
review process with that followed for other public facilities as stipulated in Titles 21.15
and 25.40 of the Municipal Code. The ordinance deferred preparation of detailed

implementation procedures to school district and municipal staff.

The process generally involves identifying sites that may accommodate schools, looking
at their land status, size, topography, access, utilities infrastructure, surrounding land use,
zoning, and other characteristics. On-site exploration is carried out to investigate soils
and analyze engineering characteristics. At the same time, site development costs are
estimated and appraisals are prepared. The information is summarized in a report

presented with recommendations to decision-making bodies.

Site Approval

The third phase of a site selection is the approval process. When the report is available
for public distribution, notice is given of public hearing(s) before the school board and
the Planning and Zoning Commission. The school board and Planning and Zoning
Commission may meet in a joint public hearing; however, they separately consider and
make recommendations to the Assembly. Notices are mailed to nearby property owners
and advertisements appear in newspapers three weeks prior to the hearing. Notices are
also mailed to community councils. Prior to the public hearing, an informational meeting
on the site selection is held with area community councils and representatives from the
school district and municipal planning staffs. After one or more public hearings, the
school board and Planning and Zoning Commission each make recommendations on their
preferred site to the assembly for action. The assembly ultimately selects a site for the
school through its approval.

Site Acquisition

The final phase of the selection process is acquiring the site. When purchase of a site is
necessary, the Real Estate Division of the Municipal Heritage Land Bank obtains a full
appraisal and negotiates the purchase of the property. Final terms are subject to approval
of the Assembly.
