SUBJECT:  END-OF-YEAR MEMBERSHIP SUMMARY FOR 2008-2009 
 
ASD Goal: Ensure public accountability through effective communication with 
students, staff, parents, community and government at all levels. 
 
PERTINENT FACTS: 
 
The total active enrollment at the end of the 2008-09 school year was 48,226. This 
enrollment represents a decrease of 214 students when compared to the 
September 28, 2008 total of 48,440.   The membership totals are compared in 
Table 1.  Membership declined by 851 students for the same time period for the 
2007-08 school year.

The end of year membership report, Attachment A, shows the program capacity 
for each school.  Attachment B lists three elementary schools at, or exceeding, 120 
percent of program capacity at the end of the year.  The three schools listed are 
Bayshore, Sand Lake, and Tyson.  Unlike Bayshore and Sand Lake, Tyson did not 
start the year over 120% of capacity, but at 107% of capacity.  From the end of 
September to the end of the school year Tyson gained 72 students—the most for 
any ASD school. 
 
Only one of the schools over 120% of capacity is undergoing changes to reduce 
overcrowding.  Last year voters approved a bond package which included 
renovation funding for Sand Lake Elementary. The school used 5 portables to 
increase space this year. 
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Attachment C contains the comparison of the EED capacity and the ASD 
program capacity.  Attachments D1-D6 contains maps showing the percent of 
program capacity, by attendance area, at the end of the year.
