Course Description:  This course will provide an outlet for students seeking advanced techniques in photography. Students will research a professional photographer, read text, materials about advanced photographic information and opportunities, and become aware of the advancement of photographic equipment and career opportunities. Students will learn about various camera types and be able to perform proper handling and operations of advanced, standard, digital and vintage cameras and lenses.  Students will be required to use the skills they learned in Digital Photo 2 regarding photographic editing software programs and integrate them skillfully into their projects. Additionally, students will be required to learn about the history of photography and research a specific photographer. Materials fee required.

	Unit 1:  Advanced Composition Projects
	Enabling Competencies:

1.1 Students will build on a variety of composition techniques using various photographic formats to achieve advanced photographic projects.

1.2  Students will hone their skills regarding various compositional techniques and the required procedures. 

Integration Skills:

1.1 Students will demonstrate the use of various composition techniques by performing advanced and lengthy individual projects.

1.2 Students will demonstrate advanced photography skills where they build upon one idea over multiple weeks, forming a body of work throughout the semester that reflects photographic consistency.

	Unit 2:  Photographic Research
	Enabling Competencies

2.1 Students will research skills needed to be a professional photographer.

2.2 Students will read text material referencing advanced photographic information and opportunities.

2.3 Students will create an awareness of advanced photographic equipment and career opportunities.

Integration Skills:
2.1 Students will research a professional photographer’s work.

2.2 Students will prepare a bibliography on a professional photographer and present it to the class.

2.3 Students will read various photographic texts and apply the information to independent projects.

2.4 Students will research competitive photographic opportunities they could participate in. 
2.5 Professional photographers will be invited to speak to the class about the field and show their portfolios.

	Unit 3:  Advanced Photo Editing Software
	Enabling Competencies:

3.1 Students will work with photographic editing software to learn advanced techniques using the program.
Integration Skills:

3.1 Students will demonstrate their mastery of advanced photographic editing software by turning in before and after photographs specific to the skill they learned on a weekly basis.

3.2 Students will successfully integrate their advanced photo editing skill set into their class projects to improve their images.
3.3 Guest speakers/professional photographers will be invited to discuss the use of photographic editing programs in their field.

	Unit 4:  Advanced Presentation
	Enabling Competencies:

4.1 Students will review the matting and mounting skills that they acquired in Digital Photo II.

4.2 Students will be required to visit a photographic exhibit.

Integration Skills:
4.1 Students will matt and mount two photographic projects this semester.

4.2 Students will be required to exhibit their work (can be on school property).

	Unit 5:  History of Photography
	Enabling Competencies:

5.1 Students will research the history of photography.

5.2 Students will identify key points in photographic history.

5.3 Students will identify changes to photography and photographic technology.

5.4 Students will identify past and present forms of photographic equipment and image making technology.

5.5 Students will be aware of how photography affects their lives in past, present and future situations.

Integration Skills:
5.1 Students will use critical thinking skills to understand and explain the historical development of photography.

5.2 Students will list key points of historical photographic change.

5.3 Students will describe how changes were made to photography with advances in chemical and other technologies over time.

5.4 Students will describe past to present photography equipment and techniques.

5.5 Students will list the importance of photographic images and the changes to our lives.
