Course Description: This course is an introduction to emergency response to disaster incidents. The course will discuss the different types of disasters, include natural, such as hurricanes and earthquakes; major accidents such as Chernobyl and aircraft crashes; and acts of terrorism that utilize weapons of mass destruction. Students will learn how to personally prepare for disasters, as well as how individual companies and the local, state, and national governments prepare and respond to disaster situations. The students will discuss preparedness, response, and recovery from disasters. Students will receive the federal certifications necessary to assist at disaster scenes.
