Course Description:  
The second semester of this course is comprised of four units: Juvenile Justice, Traffic Collision Investigation, Emergency Dispatching and Arson Investigation.  Through the use of hands-on activities and interaction with various agencies make this a fun and challenging course and a logical continuation of the Public Safety class first semester.  

The second semester is designed to provide students with new and challenging information and professional exercises with intimate interaction with local agency representatives.  This course is about ½ lecture/bookwork and ½ hands-on activities.  Field-trips and guest speakers may change depending on availability.  

Students may receive typing certification in police dispatching (for application to local departments) and some advanced dispatch training.  Academics would include a research project in the area of juvenile justice as well as two article reviews from journals related to criminal justice.  Other experiences would include the expansion of instruction into police work such as traffic collision investigation, advanced crime scene investigation/evidence processing.  Students will expand their career portfolios.  Seniors enrolled in the second semester may qualify for 3 college credits through Wayland Baptist University and/or Skagit Valley Community College.

	1. Public Safety and Security 2nd Semester

1.4 Discuss the academic, psychological, emotional and physical rigor employees are subjected to for these specific careers in traffic collision investigation, emergency dispatching and arson investigation.

1.5 Read and analyze appropriate public documents and reports such as traffic collision investigation reports from varied agencies, arson investigation reports and/or emergency dispatch reports.

1.6 Demonstrate proper written skills through the completion of specific types of reports related to the career fields explored.     
Integration Skills:
1.1 Students will be exposed to and tested on knowledge gained from hands-on and book training in the fields of traffic collision investigation, emergency dispatching and arson investigation  
1.2 Students will be able to identify the difference between federal, state and local agencies and their respective tasks in the fields studied.
1.3 Students will identify the various requirements and certifications for the specific career fields studied.  

1.4 Students will receive training that leads to appropriate certifications.

1.5 Students will be able to read and understand appropriate public safety reports.  

1.6 Students will be able to produce a simple and appropriate career specific report.

2.9 Discuss the specific traffic collision investigator training process for both sworn and non-sworn personnel.
2.10 Read and analyze appropriate police reports.

2.11 Demonstrate proper writing skills.

2.1 Students will identify the difference between national, state and local agencies and their respective duties.  

2.2 Students will gain an understanding of the principles of traffic investigation
2.3 Students will identify the requirements and certification for traffic collision investigation.  

2.4 Students will receive training that leads to appropriate certifications. 

2.5 Students will be able to produce a simple and appropriate investigation report.

4.2 Students will gain an understanding of the duties of an arson investigator.  

4.3 Students will identify the differences between federal, state and local agencies.  

4.4 Students will gain an understanding of the principles of arson investigation.  

4.5 Students will identify the training, education and certifications necessary to become an arson investigator.  

4.6 Demonstrate a simple and appropriate investigation report.  

4.7 Demonstrate the safety precautions necessary for arson investigators.

4.8 Demonstrate knowledge of investigative procedures.

11.5 Students will identify the various requirements and certifications for emergency dispatch and security dispatch.    
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
