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 Course Description (a brief narrative description – perhaps from the school’s registration materials): 
Students will make a “teaching kit” of games and tricks for children to play and learn from.  Students will learn how to do storytelling with puppets and flannel characters, how to make fun art projects, develop games that young children like to play, along with creating science and outdoor activities.  All these projects will be made by students and put into a “kit” back pack that students will be able to take with them.  Students will also gain knowledge about child development, guidance techniques, and health and safety issues.   In addition they will learn basic pediatric first aid and make their own first aid kits to add to their back packs.  
Students in this class will have direct experience working with preschool and school-age children at programs near the King Career Center where they can put their new skills into practice.  Some walking will be necessary to the children’s programs.
