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ABSTRACT

During the next six years the Bilingual/Multicultural Education Program will reiterate the importance of full inclusion of all students established in the previous six years and continue to:

· Advocate for limited-English-proficient (LEP) students/English language learners (ELL) to be a connected and integral entity of all Anchorage School District reform efforts.

· Provide research-based effective teaching strategies in order for ELL/LEP students to develop native-like proficiency in English as well as provide students the opportunity to maintain and develop their native language (i.e., language immersion programs).

· Focus on the responsibility of all educational personnel (inclusive of administrators, teachers and paraprofessionals) to engage in the education of ELL/LEP students; and to provide a culturally responsive and culturally enriched educational environment.  To achieve this, all practicing teachers will be provided significant professional development in second language acquisition, peer coaching and other research-based effective teaching strategies to use with ELL/LEP students.

· Emphasize the importance of providing ELL/LEP students access to the full spectrum of courses (e.g., a laboratory science course, advanced levels of math), instructional services (e.g., gifted and talented programs, special education), and nonacademic services (e.g., transportation, clubs) in their schools.
