SECTION I: CHUGIAK HIGH SCHOOL

Health Services

The Nurse’s Office is open from 7 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. Except in case of an
extreme emergency, a student is required to obtain a hall pass signed and dated
by a teacher before coming to the nurse’s office.

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Medication needed during the school day must have a long term, short
term, or nonprescription medication request form signed by the parent.
Approved nonprescription medications are limited to ACETAMINOPHEN
(Tylenol) and COLD and COUGH preparations which do not contain alcohol.
No medication, including over-the-counter drugs will be allowed at school. The
school cannot accept verbal consent.

Curriculum Information

Curriculum deals with your classes, scheduling, grades, graduation require-
ments, testing and records. Questions concerning curriculum can be directed
to the counselors or the curriculum principal.

Counselors The guidance counseling staff is committed to planning the
guidance program and curriculum to meet the developmental needs of stu-
dents. Through large group, small group and individual counseling, counselors
attempt to serve all students as they explore alternatives and decisions for
today and the future.

Counselors are assigned by alpha group or house. To see your counselor, fill
out a “Request to See Counselor” form at the Counseling Office. Your counselor
will send for you at a convenient time so there will be a minimum loss of time
from your classes. Counselors are also available during lunch and before and
after school.

Scheduling Students meet with their counselor on a regular basis to select
classes. Schedules reflect graduation requirements as well as the student’s
career goals and personal interests. Chugiak’s master schedule is built using
information from student requests so it is necessary to plan wisely and to
accurately report course selections. Within the limits of our resources, students
receive classes which they request and for which they qualify. Full year classes
are automatically carried over into the second semester schedule unless they
were taken in a block format.

Schedule Changes If there is a problem, during the first ten days of the
semester, students may request schedule changes by visiting the Counseling
Office and completing a request form. Changes will be made only for legitimate
curricular reasons and must be approved by the curriculum principal. Change
requests will be considered for reasons such as the following: the student has
been scheduled to repeat a failed class with the same teacher; a necessary
prerequisite was not met; the course was completed in summer school or by
correspondence; the student has auditioned into a performance class; a new
course has been added.

Grade Improvement Any student who elects to repeat a course for the
purpose of improving his/her knowledge of the subject matter and improving
his/her grade may have the higher grade recorded on the transcript in the place
of the lower grade. Only the higher grade will be used when figuring grade
point average.

National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA): To be con-
sidered a qualifier at Division I and Division II institutions and be eligible for
financial aid, practice, and competition during your first year, you must meet
the NCAA requirements for grade point average, approved core courses,
graduation and ACT or SAT scores. Be sure to check with your school counselor
or curriculum principal to ensure that you have met all of your approved core
courses. Not all of the courses approved for graduation in ASD are approved
for the NCAA qualifications.

Required Number of Classes and Dismissal Students should
plan to carry three (3) credits (6 classes) each semester.

Early Dismissal/Late Arrival will be limited to seniors who have 18 credits.
Students are not to be on campus during a late arrival or early dismissal time.
All students requesting late arrival/early dismissal must have permission from
the parent, counselor and curriculum principal. Forms are available in the
Counseling Office and must be completed each semester.

All athletes must be registered for a minimum of five (5) classes, as required
by the Alaska School Activities Association. King Career Center enrollment
counts as 11/ credits (3 classes).
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Student Aides Student aide positions are limited to juniors and seniors.
(Any exceptions must be granted by the curriculum principal.) Forms are avail-
able in the Counseling Office and must be signed by the student, supervising
teacher, parent, counselor and curriculum principal. They must be completed
each semester.

Scholarship Folders Many scholarships are awarded each year to
Chugiak seniors. Information on available scholarships appears monthly, list-
ing many local and national opportunities, and many scholarship committees
visit Chugiak. In order to qualify, students are asked to prepare a scholar-
ship folder which serves as the basis for selecting recipients. See your Career
Resource Center.

Career Resource Center The school district has Career Resource
Centers located in each high school and the King Career Center. During the
next few years, students will be making some very important decisions which
will affect the rest of their lives. These decisions should be made only after care-
ful consideration. Information is available which will help both students and
parents with these choices.

Scholarship Folders—Both a format and assistance in completing a schol-
arship folder are available in the Career Resource Center.

Computer Programs AKCIS, College View, and EXPAN—Get up-to-date
information on occupations (including the military), colleges, vocational/
trade schools and financial aid sources.

Books and Pamphlets—A variety of reference materials are available for
use in the Career Resource Center. College catalogs can be checked out
and shared at home. Valuable information on career planning, community
resources, post high school training, scholarships and much more is avail-
able.

School Representatives, Career and College Fairs—Students sign up in
advance to attend sessions. Learn about universities, community colleges
and vocational/technical school through questions, brochures, applications
and catalogs.

Test Materials and Registration—Students obtain registration packets for
SAT and ACT tests here. See the Career Resource Advisor to sign up for the
PSAT, EXPAN, and ASVAB tests.

Library Services

The library includes learning aides such as books, the Internet and on-line
databases.

Hours The library is open thirty (30) minutes before school, during lunch,
between classes, and one-and-one-half (1 /2) hours after school to all students.

Passes If you want to come to the library during class time you must get a
pass from your teacher. This pass should include your name, date, time, and
your teacher’s signature. The pass should also indicate whether you plan to
access the Internet. Students are expected to remain in the seating areas until
the bell rings.

Circulation Policies Books may be checked out for two-week intervals
by students having a current student body I.D. card. Only three books at a time
may be checked out by each student.

Overdue Books Overdue notices will be distributed to all teachers at
the end of each month. If your name is on the list, it is recommended that you
return your overdue materials. Any student who fails to do this may receive a
fine.

Housekeeping Rules Students must put all food, beverages, gym bags,
backpacks, bookbags and walkmen at the front entrance to the library.

Computers/Internet use Students are required to complete and
adhere to the Internet and Electronic Mail Student Agreement before access to
school computers is authorized. Inappropriate actions by students may result
in loss of computer privileges and/or sanctions. Inappropriate actions include,
but may not be limited to: accessing Internet sites/printing information which
may be considered degrading, demeaning, sexual, or derogatory, sending
or receiving inappropriate/dangerous mail, etc. Also, due to limited access,
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resources and time, students are not allowed to access chat rooms or e-mail
accounts (or any other Internet site not authorized by the classroom teacher)
during the school day. Student access to appropriate e-mail is available before
school and after 2 p.m.

1st and subsequent offenses—Loss of Internet/computer privileges for up to
180 days, contract for future use, suspension.

Activity Information

Activity Stickers Activity stickers may be purchased at the beginning
of each school year. These cards offer large savings to the students, and it is
strongly recommended that each student buy one. They may be purchased at
registration or in the activity office.

Scheduling Student activities will be placed on the master schedule after
the Activity Principal gives approval. The organization’s sponsor must specify
the date, time and type of activity; the facilities required, and the intended
admission charges.

Dances Chugiak dances will be held from 8 until 11 p.m. The exception to
this will be the Junior/Senior Prom which will be held from 8 p.m. until mid-
night.

Chugiak dances are for Chugiak students only. It is possible for a Chugiak
student to bring one guest provided clearance is first obtained through the
Activity Principal. Middle school students are not permitted to attend senior
high school dances. Students attending a Chugiak dance as the guest of a
Chugiak student must be currently enrolled in high school and no older than
18. The exception to this will be the junior/senior prom where the age limit of
guests will be no older than 20 years of age.

Facilities The sponsoring organization must first clear the use of school
facilities with the Activity Principal.

Clubs and Organizations To start a club, you need a group of interest-
ed students (a minimum of seven) and a faculty sponsor. A constitution which
states the name and purpose of the organization or club must be approved by
the Activity Principal.

Intramural Sports As many intramural activities as feasible will be held
throughout the year. Those students not participating in interscholastic athlet-
ics are especially encouraged to become involved in intramurals.

Physical Examinations See “Requirements” in District Section.

Practice for sport may be started on the day listed by the Anchorage District
as the season’s starting date. There will be no practice sessions during the
school year after the State Tournament.

Team Selection Anchorage School District allows for a cut policy in all
high school sports areas. Criteria for selecting the team is determined by the
coach of each sport. This criteria should be well-defined for aspiring athletes at
the beginning of each season.

Student Services

Cell Phones/i-Pods/Other Electronic Devices Students, please
note, that infractions with hats/headgear, cell phones, iPods, and other electronic
devices are cumulative—not per item—and continue for the entire year. Cell phones
must be turned off by 7:30 a.m. Cell phones may not be used in the classrooms
or during passing periods. Before school, during lunch, and after school are the
only times that cell phone use is allowed in the building. If parents or students
must contact one another, students should use the telephone in the Attendance Office;
parents, on the other hand, should contact the school and leave a message rather than
calling the student’s cell phone.

Students must adhere to the rules outlined by their teacher regarding
iPods and other electronic devices. Students who fail to follow the classroom
rules will be subject to the same consequences that cell phones fall under.
Students who violate the cell phone/i-pod/electronic device policy will be sub-
ject to the following discipline:

1st Offense: Item is confiscated for the day.

2nd Offense: Student completes one work detail at lunch or after
school prior to getting the item back.

3rd Offense: Student completes two work details at lunch or after school.

4th Offense: Student is assigned Thursday School or 3 work details after
school.

5th Offense: Student is assigned two Thursday Schools.

6th Offense: Referral to Student Services Office which may result in sus-
pension.

Cheating/Plagiarism Students who are caught cheating or plagiarizing
will be given a zero for the first offense and the incident will be entered into the
student’s discipline file. Any further acts of cheating/plagiarism will be given
zeroes and referred to the Student Services Office for additional discipline.
Any further acts of cheating/plagiarism will receive zeroes and a referral to the
Student Services Office for additional discipline, i.e. Thursday School, etc.

Daily Bulletin The Daily Bulletin will be read during the homeroom
period each day and will be posted in each classroom. STUDENTS ARE
RESPONSIBLE FOR THE INFORMATION IN THE DAILY BULLETIN. Items to
be included in the bulletin must be signed by the sponsor and turned in to the

library aide by 12:30 p.m. on the day preceding when the announcement is to
appear. Forms are available from in the library.

Discipline Policy Teachers will make every reasonable attempt to work
with students who exhibit behavioral or disruptive behaviors. This will include
conferencing with students, implementing strategies such as seat assignment
changes, and calling parents. If behavioral problems continue, or if a student
has a discipline problem severe enough to warrant a referral to the discipline
office, a discipline referral will be filled out and sent to the discipline principal.
This referral will include as explicit an explanation of the problem as possible.
The discipline principal will return a copy of action taken to the teacher and to
the parent or guardian. Disciplinary consequences will be in accordance with
school policy.

A 20-minute detention can be assigned after school or during the first por-
tion of the student’s lunch period for various reasons, including being in the
hall without a pass, classroom disruption, repeated tardies, etc. The student
chooses the date of his/her detention, and it is the responsibility of the student
to communicate with his/her parent in regards to the assigned detention.
Refusing to sign a detention slip does not excuse the student from the consequence. If
the student fails to attend, subsequent discipline will be issued.

Discipline Procedures High school is the training ground in which
students learn punctuality, time-management, courtesy, self-discipline, as well
as how to deal with conflict successfully. The goal of Student Services is to assist
students in using good judgment and self-control.

Alternatives to Suspension: Suspension is the most severe consequence
as this excludes students from participating in school or at after-school activi-
ties. It is the goal of Student Services to first use alternatives to suspension in
order to change behavior, although in some cases this is not possible (fights,
drugs, assaults, etc.).

Detention: Afternoon and lunch detention are available. Lunch work detail
runs from 10:45 to 11 a.m. and lunch detention runs from 10:25 to 10:45 a.m.
Students are expected to bring something to work on during detention.

Thursday School: Thursday School is an alternative to suspension. It is a
tool and is used at the discretion of the administrator. Students serve Thursday
School from 2:15 to 5:15 p.m. Failure to attend Thursday School will result in
a three-day suspension.

Work Detail: Work detail runs from 2:10-3 p.m. Students meet in the
Attendance Office. Students are expected to clean up the campus, both inside
and outside of the building.

Failure to show up for detention or work detail will result in an additional
detention or work detail being assigned. Failure to show a second time will
result in a Thursday School. Failure to attend Thursday School will result in a
three-day suspension.

Dress Code In order to prepare students for the work world after high
school, we expect that they will dress appropriately. Clothing should not
detract from the educational environment. Clothing that is baggy, saggy
(underwear should not be visible), short and revealing (bare midriff, low-cut
tops, revealing tank tops, short skirts/shorts) halters, backless tops/dresses, &
muscle shirts are not allowed at school. In addition, specific words or symbols
depicting drugs, alcohol, tobacco, obscenity, profanity, violence, establish-
ments that serve alcohol, words or messages that demean others, confederate
flag(s), or provocative/double meanings are also prohibited. Examples include,
but are not limited to, Salty Dawg, Alaska Amber, IPA, Summer, Winter Ales,
Guinness, Skinny DicK’s, etc. Accessories such as spikes, bandanas, rags and
hats are not allowed. This list is not all-inclusive and may evolve. If in doubt
about what is appropriate to wear at school, please contact a security person or
an administrator.

Failure to Identify Self When an ASD staff asks a student for identifi-
cation, the student must comply. Failure to refusal to identify oneself may result
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in a three-day suspension.

Hall Passes All students in the halls during class time must have a hall pass
which identifies the student, the time the student left the classroom, the stu-
dent’s destination, the date, and the name of the teacher who issued the pass.
Failure to have a proper hall pass will result in detention or work detail.

Hats, Hoodies & Headgear Hats must be removed upon entering the
building. Students who ignore this policy must relinquish the item and may
pick it up at the end of the day. Refusal to relinquish the item could result in a
3-day suspension or other disciplinary sanctions. A second violation will result
in a lunch work detail prior to getting the item back. A third violation will
result in 3 lunch work details before the item is returned. On the fourth viola-
tion, the item will not be returned until the end of the school year. Individuals
may request exceptions to this policy for religious reasons.

Identification Cards Each student is issued a student ID card free of
charge. Students may be required to show identification to school staff, at
school activities, athletic events, and at any time on school premises. Students
are also required to show their ID card to check out books from the library
or upon request of any member of the Anchorage School District staff. In
addition, when students are getting their pictures taken for ID cards, they are
expected to give truthful information about their student name, grade level and
ID number. Providing false information will result in disciplinary action.
Lockers are assigned through the Attendance office, and up to two students
may share a locker. Students are expected to use only the locker that is assigned
to them, and to request a locker change through the Attendance office.

For the protection and safety of possessions, students should observe the
following suggestions:

1. Keep the locker locked at all times.

2. Do not allow students not assigned to the locker to use the locker or to
have knowledge of the combination.

3. Do not store valuable items in the locker.

Students are responsible for the condition of their lockers, both inside
and outside. Damage to lockers may be charged to the student(s) to whom the
locker is assigned. Any writing on a student’s locker must be removed immedi-
ately by the student. Writing on or otherwise damaging lockers will be regarded as
vandalism. Posters/pictures advertising the use of alcohol or drugs are not permitted
to decorate the locker. Students are expected to use prudence and good judgment
in other displays in their lockers; they will be required to remove any objection-
able materials.

At the end of the school year, each student is expected to clean out his/her
assigned locker. A fee of $10 to $20 can be assessed for failure to clean the lock-
er. Additionally, any damage that is done to a locker may result in a fine. The
lockers are property of the school. They may be examined by school officials as
established in the Students’ Rights & Responsibilities document.

Parking Students without permits will be required to pay ALL citations
and purchase a full semester permit. No parking fines will be forgiven. Seniors
and juniors will be given first priority for parking permits at registration. After
the first week of school, parking permits will be available to sophomores.
Students who intend to drive to school must register all vehicles, including
motorcycles. Vehicles parked in unauthorized areas or lacking a visible parking
sticker are liable to fines, impoundment, and towing as deemed appropriate
by school administration. Students are responsible for paying any fines and
impound charges. If you drive a vehicle other than the one registered, it is the
student’s responsibility to register it as well.
Students who have outstanding parking fines from the previous year must pay
those fines in full prior to purchasing a new permit..

1. All vehicles must have a current parking decal displayed in the front win-

dow above the IM sticker. Vehicles without a permit will be ticketed.

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2. To purchase a permit, go to the Attendance Office before school, during
lunch or after school. You MUST have a current driver’s license, proof of
insurance and vehicle registration. Your parent must be present to sign
the vehicle registration form as well.

3. All vehicles must be parked in the student lot across from the cafeteria/
auditorium. No student parking is allowed in the visitor lot, the back
staff lot, the pool lot, bus-loading zones, or in handicapped/no-parking
zones. Students who park in these undesignated areas will be issued tick-
ets and possibly towed.

4. Students who accrue more than two parking tickets will be denied park-
ing until the fines are paid in full. For those students who have fines and
no valid permit, both the fines and the permit fee must be paid for in full.
Vehicles may be subject to towing.

. The speed limit on school grounds is 5 m.p.h.
. Pedestrians have the right of way.

. Students must comply with all state and local traffic laws.

. Violations of these policies may result in the loss of driving privileges to
school, disciplinary sanctions, parking fines and loss of one’s parking
permit.

9. Permits are nontransferable.

Per School Board policy, school administrators retain the right to search
any student vehicle parked on campus if they wish to determine that drugs,
alcohol, weapons, dangerous illegal matter or goods stolen from members of
the staff or student body are likely to be found therein. Systematic car searches
will also take place throughout the school year.

Safe Line A safe environment is everyone’s right and everyone’s responsibil-
ity at Chugiak High School. The Safe Line is a SAFE way to report crime on or
off campus 24 hours a day and is accessible to students, parents and faculty.
Calls can be left anonymously and are kept confidential. Messages are moni-
tored by Chugiak administrators. We strongly encourage students, parents and
staff to keep our school safe by reporting dangerous/illegal behavior or items.
Call 742-3139 to reach the Safe Line.

Safety Horseplay is a suspendable offense. A large percentage of our serious
accidents are due to “horseplay” or a student trying to be funny. For the safety
of all students, any student acting in an unsafe manner may be withdrawn from
high-risk classes such as labs, shops, and physical education.

School Dances Students who dance and/or behave inappropriately at
school dances i.e., freaking, grinding, dirty dancing, etc, will be asked to leave
the dance and may not attend any other school dances during the school year.
School Pranks Students who participate in school pranks are subject to
suspension, expulsion, and may denied the privilege of participating in the
graduation ceremony.

Student Messages Students will be paged at the beginning of each lunch
to come to the attendance office to pick up messages and packages. Such items
will not be delivered to students during class time.

Tardy Policy Students who are late to class unexcused or who come to
class with “In the Hall without a Pass” are tardy and subject to the penalties
outlined below. However, if excused tardies become an issue, consequences will
occur. The consequences for tardies start over at semester:

3rd tardy: Lunch or after school detention

4th tardy: Two lunch or two after school detentions

5th tardy: Three after school work details or one Thursday School

6th tardy: Thursday School

7th tardy: Two Thursday Schools

8th & subsequent tardy: Referral to Student Services Office

**Please note that Thursday School can be rescheduled only once by
administration per violation.

Telephone The school telephones are for school business only. The phone
in the Attendance Office may not be used during class time unless the student
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has a pass from his/her teacher. The office telephones will not be available dur-
ing evening functions.

Tobacco Use Promoting the health and welfare of students and adults,
Chugiak is a tobacco-free campus for everyone. This includes students, par-
ents, faculty and other community members. Possession or use of any tobacco
product on campus is not allowed.
