  On days when it is deemed 
necessary that action should be 
taken to alter normal operation 
procedures because of weather or 
road conditions, a determination 
to that effect will be made by the 
Superintendent before 5:00 AM.  
Anchorage radio and television 
stations will be notified and will 
carry information on the status of 
delay in opening, school closure, 
transportation changes or change 
to school day.  The District Web 
site and Channel 14 will also be 
updated with this information.
