· Alphabetize all entries by first word.

· Center the title one inch from top of page. 

· Double-space everything in the bibliography. 

· The second line of each entry must be a hanging indent. 

· Use ---. in place of name for more than one entry by the same author.

· If no author, start with title.

· Underline titles of books, periodicals, plays, pamphlets & films.

· Use quotation marks for titles of articles, songs and images.

· Abbreviate months except May, June, July.
