Student achievement is a high priority for all students. Several opportunities will be
available for students to demonstrate their skills and knowledge. In February, all
seventh graders will take part in the CAT testing. These tests are norm-referenced tests
that show students’ progress as compared to other similar students in a standardized
reference group. Test days will be Tuesday and Wednesday, February 5™ & 6.

In April, all students will participate in the standards based assessments, known as the
SBAs. These assessments look at individual performance as compared to a specific set
of criteria or standards. These assessments demonstrate if an individual is proficient or
not in preparation towards the High School Qualifying Exams. For eighth graders, this
will be the last standards based assessment before high school. Testing will be Tuesday
— Friday, April 1% — 4™, Friday will be for eighth graders only with the new science
standards.

Again this year we are fortunate to be able to provide some intensive classes to help
strength skills before the assessments. We have targeted students close to the
proficiency level in order to help them move into a higher skill level range. Students
will work on specific writing skills during the third quarter in a small group setting.
Past years have shown that these classes help with strengthening some fundamental
skills and boosting individual self-confidence.

Please mark the testing dates on your calendar so you don’t make any out of school
appointments. It is important for your child to be here during all of the assessment days!
