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BANNEKER LAB ONLINE COURSE CONTRACT

Welcome to the Banneker Lab! West High School offers students the opportunity to take online courses when a class
they need doesn’t fit into their schedule or isn’t otherwise offered. The cost to the Anchorage School District is almost
$500 per student per course, so the expectation is that students be committed to completing the coursework by being
consistent and productive.

Requirements for Banneker Lab online courses (Student must initial each section):

The student must meet with the teacher to get login and password information and complete at least
three (3) sections within the first ten (10) school days after start date. If the student does not, the course
will be dropped from his/her schedule and he/she must wait until the following semester to reregister.

Banneker Lab courses are just like regular classes. A student should expect to complete at least 50% of
the work by quarter (the midway point in the semester), and be completely finished by the end of the
semester. If a student decides to drop the course mid-semester, he/she will earn a grade of “WF”
(withdraw/fail).

Students who show no progress between grading periods (about every 4 2 weeks) and have a failing
grade can be withdrawn from the course with a grade of “WF” (withdraw/fail).

Students enrolled in Banneker Lab during the school day must attend and be productive during class.
For these students, the normal expectations of attendance apply, and students can be withdrawn after
thirteen (13) absences for nonattendance with a grade of “WF” (withdraw/fail).

Students enrolling in an after-school Banneker Lab course should only do so if they are capable of

working without supervision and with good self-pacing skills.

7. Student will receive a schedule signed by Ms. Barker to gain access
to lab classes. This is the entry ticket to the class.
