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This is a brand new year for our students with many opportunities ahead awaiting exploration!  Keeping this in mind, we will be exploring the world around us through literature. Some of the selections we may focus on are: Othello, The Lovely Bones, The, Into the Wild, Fast Food Nation, The Metamorphosis and more!  Along with our focus on these selections the students and I will also spend careful time crafting essays, poetry, personal responses, letters, memos, professional emails, resumes, cover letters,  and a variety of other writing styles.  There will be plenty of opportunities to work with classmates in sharing ideas and working creatively with a variety of resources and materials.  Together, we will work creatively and will be expected to bring our own perspectives, as well as learn from those of others (i.e. your classmates’, writers’, presenters’, the instructor’s, etc.).  In order to succeed, you will need to THINK!


Several useful guidelines for success this year are the following: 








 Rubrics:  A rubric will be designed very often for assignments.  Rubrics will outline exactly what is expected of the student and clarify grading and points possible.  All rubrics will be discussed before an assignment is given and after an assignment is handed back.  


Conferencing:  As the year progresses the students will have ample time spent in writing.  One important learning tool we will be using is conferencing with the instructor.   This is an appointment scheduled by the students and the instructor to spend in-class time discussing the written work.  This will happen occasionally for larger written pieces and will be available before the final product is turned in. 




















 Turnitin.com:  By the end of this month all students will have an account set up through the school and this website.  This site will be used to turn in ALL papers for the class.  More literature on this site and the uses is coming soon!  This program helps the student stray from plagiarism, and aids in getting papers in if there are any printer problems. (  


 Late work: Any work turned in one day late receives half credit.  Work turned in after one day is not accepted  in English 11.  If you have had an excused absence, you should see the class website in order to review missed materials.  One freebie pass is given a semester for students to use in case of an emergency.  The pass can be attached to a two-day late assignment in order to receive credit without penalty.
