Rubrics:  A rubric will be designed very often for assignments.  Rubrics will outline exactly what is expected of the student and clarify grading and points possible.  All rubrics will be discussed before an assignment is given and after an assignment is handed back.  





Classwork:  As the year progresses the students will have ample time spent in creatin, singing, and preparing..  One important learning tool we will be using is learning how to sing with the instructor.   Students are not expected to know how to read music.  However, they are encouraged to utilize their love for music and the performing arts to help build a stronger confidence as beginning singers.  

















 Performances:  Students will work with a variety of resources creating several large projects throughout the semester.  There will also be an occasion for performing in front of classmates and other .audiences.
