Welcome to October and Happy Fall!

Have you been looking for an opportunity to work at our school or do you know anyone
who would be interested?

Parent Teacher Conferences are coming up October 26th and 27th and we are looking forward
to seeing all of you. Information will be coming home soon so keep an eye open.

This month | want to discuss school safety. Across the district every month, schools do
Evacuation (Fire) Drills and quarterly we do Earthquake Drills, Stay Put Drills (threat is outside
the school but we are safe inside,) and ALICE Drills - this is to prepare students in case of an
active threat. Friday we practiced evacuating the school to our alternative safety site, First
Baptist Church. We discussed in an age-appropriate way how to address the situation if there
is an active intruder or threat in the building with your children. We explained to students that
there are multiple ways to respond to a threat and that the teacher will make the best decision
for the group. Depending upon the age of the children, we explained that the choices are to
evacuate the area, fight back or hide. The Great Alaska Shake-Out (Earthquake Drill) will also
take place on October 20 at 10:20 am.

At ERE, we strive to prepare to address any situation that should occur at school, and | want
all our families to feel confident that as your Principal, that | will aggressively ensure that all
efforts are made to prevent and/or address safety concerns immediately, Students can’t learn
when they don't feel safe.

We want to make sure we are addressing any concerns right away. As situations arise where
you have concerns or questions about your student or things happening in the classroom you
are wondering about, please reach out to your child's teacher first. Families that reach out to
other staff with concerns will be directed to contact their student's teacher. If you have




communicated concerns with your student's teacher and feel they haven't been addressed,
please free to reach out to me.

ASD BUSSING

As a reminder, ERE's three weeks of bussing, Cohort #3, will be started toady, Monday, Oct. 3rd
and will go through Oct. 20th. Please log on to ParentConnect to view which bus your student
will be riding, where your student's bus stop is, and what their pick-up/drop-off time is. Bussing
information can be viewed under the ASD Quick Links after logging on to ParentConnect. If
there is no information available for your student on ParentConnect, then your student does
not qualify for bussing.

If your student will be riding the bus during our three weeks, this information must be
communicated to your student's teacher as with any other changes to how students get
to/from school. It is also recommended to practice walking to and from a student's bus stop
so they are prepared.

Please help us by
waiting until 8:35 to let students out of your car.

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Despite multiple Blackboard message and classroom communication, many students are i
being dropped off at school in the morning before 8:35 am, sometimes as early as 8:00 am. |

This creates an unsafe environment for students since we do not provide child care or

supervision before school opens at 8:35am. Do not drop off your student until you see a staff

member on duty with an orange vest at the stop sign AND it is 8:35. Our crossing guard ’
sometimes goes out a few minutes early and some student get dropped off to go to the Y.

When families see this they are letting students out of the car before there is coverage. If your
child is lining up outside the front entry, they are here too early. This is especially important as
the mornings get colder and darker.

SCHOOL POLICY REMINDERS

Eagle River Elementary's policy for late drop-off is that families must come in and sign late
students in. If families are picking a student up before the end of the day, then they must come
to the front office to sign students out. The office staff will not call students down before the
authorized pick-up person is physically in the front office.

For late drop-off and early pick-up, the bus lane may be used from 9:30am to 3:00pm only.
Families that use the bus lane after 3pm will be asked to relocate their vehicle before taking
their student. We understand that the parking lot becomes congested in the afternoon and
encourage families to plan accordingly and park in the empty lot across from the First Baptist
Church on Monte after 3pm.

Lastly, cell phone use in the front office is strictly prohibited to maintain student
confidentiality and FERPA regulations. Visitors using cell phones in the office will be asked to
end their conversation or step into the vestibule to finish. We appreciate your understanding!

At this time, only approved volunteers, staff, and students (of course!) may enter the school
past our front office. We will not be able to approve applications on site and last minute.

VOLUNTEER SIGN UP

LATE DROP OFF AND EARLY PICK UP
PROCEDURES

If you drop off your child late, you must come inside to the front office and sign them in. If you
are picking your student up early, please do not call the office ahead of time. We will call your
child down when you are in the front office. This prevents students from sitting in the front
office waiting to be picked up.

You may park out front in the Bus Lane from 9:30-3:00 to pick up or drop off. Outside of these
times, there is no parking in the bus lane. Please park in the parking lot.

*Please plan ahead if you need to pick up your child early. Due to the number of students being
picked up since we do not have busing, we are unable to call students out of classes after
3:15. Remember that you must have ID to pick up your student and you must be on the
approved contact list.

ARRIVAL AND DISMISSAL PROCEDURES

Arrival - Students will be let in at 8:35 and there will be no supervision until then. Students
will not be allowed to wait before 8:35. Please time your child's arrival so they are here no
earlier than 8:35. We appreciate your help with this so we can make sure students are
supervised and safe!

o Student drop off will be at the stop sign at the front corner of the building and students will
enter the front door. Students will not be allowed to be dropped off until 8:35

¢ All students enter through the front door

¢ Students will enter the building and sit on the floor outside their classrooms where they
will be supervised by staff until the 8:50am (Kindergarten Students will sit in the front
hallway)

Dismissal
e Car riders will be called by tag number from the MPR or classroom to the pick up lanes

 If bus is out front at dismissal, office will let staff know, otherwise students sit in hallway.
Office will announce arrival of buses.

CHANGES TO HOW YOUR CHILD IS GETTING
HOME

If you have a change to how your child is getting home for that day, please alert the front office
as early as possible in the day. The end of the day is a hectic time and last minute changes are
extremely difficult. Students being picked up from the front doors are considered walkers, and
students being picked up in a car are considered car riders.

If you have a change to how your student is getting home that is long term, please make sure
to let your child's teacher know.

ATTENDANCE/ARRIVAL POLICY REMINDERS

Many messages are left saying the student will be out but do not leave a reason. Without a
reason, the student is automatically marked unexcused. When you know you will be on an
extended absence like a family vacation, we can put a prearranged unexcused absence in the
system so you do not get a daily phone call.

If you have any questions, please feel free to call the office at 742-3000.

When leaving an attendance message for your student please leave these important details:
1)Students Name

2)Date(s) of absence

3)Reason for absence

4)Teachers Name

5)Grade Level

6)If no reason is given it will always automatically be considered unexcused.

Please call the main line and press "1" for the attendance line if your child will be absent.
Absences must be reported by 10:00am to ensure your student's attendance is entered.
Families may also submit attendance requests through Q/Parent Connect. Automatic
attendance calls alerting for unexcused absences go out at 10:45.

ASD ATTENDANCE GUIDELINES

Here are the District Guidelines for Attendance:



AM (starts at 9:00 am)
e Tardy - up to 60 minutes after school starts

o Absent (.5 day) — If a student misses more than 60 minutes.

PM (starts at 12:15 pm)
o Tardy — arrives at or before 1:15pm
e Absent (.5 day) — student misses more than 60 minutes
