March 28 - April 8 we will have our AK Star State Assessments for students in 
third-eighth grades. Students in fifth and eighth grade will also take the 
Science Assessment exams during this time frame.  Your child’s teacher 
should have emailed you the days for the tests.  As far as standardized 
testing goes, I am excited about this one because it is from NWEA, the same 
company that produces the MAP test.  I expect a lot of alignment to MAP 
and there are great new features and tools for students to use.


During this time, your help is needed to ensure that your child gets a good 
night sleep, eats a hearty breakfast, and has a snack and water bottle handy 
on these days.  They will get breaks throughout the day as the tests are not 
timed.  We ask that your child arrives to school on-time as testing will begin 
at 8:30am.   If possible, please do not schedule appointments on testing 
days.  If your student does need to leave during the day, they are not able to 
come back to finish the assigned test for the day.  It will be considered 
complete at that time.


We have some fun events coming up.  We are doing our American Heart 
Association fundraiser in which the funds raised will be dedicated to 
purchasing new PE equipment.  An email was previously sent out regarding 
this and more emails with how to sign up will come as well.


RWB assemblies will be on April 8th.  Intermediate students will be 
recognized at 8:30am and our primary students will be recognized at 
9:30am.


A fun family and school event is being planned for May 13th, so mark your 
calendars and stay tuned for more information.

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Here are the elective descriptions based on the 2021-2022 ASD Middle School Program of 
Studies Handbook.

 

Service Learning- This is a community and school project-oriented elective designed to 
integrate learning experiences from the general school curriculum. The purpose is to make 
learning and education experiences more immediately relevant and meaningful to learners 
as well as increase good citizenship for all students.

 

Study Skills- This elective is designed to supplement and enrich all areas of the student’s 
regular program. Time is provided to focus on needed skills with individual and small group 
assistance.

 

Debate- Students explore multiple perspectives and research and defend a variety of 
positions and issues while developing strong reading, writing, speaking, and listening skills. 
The study and practice of academic debate will strengthen various language arts and civic 
skills, including: argument construction, evidence analysis and evaluation, organization, 
outlining, persuasion, effective word choice, citation, research competence, media literacy, 
reading comprehension, summarization and outlining, public speaking, ethics and civility.

 

Outdoor Adventure- This course will cover different outdoor activities both in the 
classroom and through hands-on experience. A variety of activities will be covered, as well 
as the exploration of the gear needed to participate in them. Students will read from a 
variety of outdoor literature and biographies of important individuals and engage in different 
projects.

 

Personal Finance (Economics)- Students build a foundation of financial literacy through 
hands-on studies of personal finance and principles of economics. Activities such as 
experimental economics, mini-society, Junior Achievement, and/or the stock market game 
will provide opportunity for fun exploration of important 21st century topics.

Ask these questions at home before sending students to school. Anyone who answers “yes” to 
questions #1 or #2 must not enter the school or participate in a school sport or activity.

3 Do you live in the same household 
or have you had close contact in 
the last 5 days with someone who 
has tested positive for COVID-19? 
Close contact counts if you have been 
within 6 feet for more than 15 minutes 
(cumulative over 24 hrs), or if someone 
from public health contacted you to let 
you know you are a contact.
Note: If a child or sta! member lives 
with someone else who was named 
as a contact, it is okay for the child or 
sta! member to go to school. We do 
not quarantine contacts of contacts.

4 Are you vaccinated?

No5-day quarantine is recommended but not required. 
CDC recommends a molecular-based test on day 5 
of initial exposure. This is not required by ASD. CDC 
recommends masking in public and monitoring 
symptoms for 10 days from last day of exposure.

Yes CDC recommends masking in public and 
monitoring symptoms for 10 days from 
last day of exposure. ASD recommends 
but doesn’t require a COVID test 5 days 
after last exposure.

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Return to School Options 
For Anyone with COVID-19 Symptoms or 
a Positive COVID-19 Test Result:

1 If you test positive, stay home for 5 days after your first symptom 
or positive test, whichever is earlier. After 5 days, you may return 
to school when you have not had a fever in 24 hours without fever 
reducing medicine, as long as your other symptoms are improving.

2 If you test negative, you may return to school once you have not had 
a fever in 24 hours without fever reducing medicine as long as your 
other symptoms are improving. 

3 If you do not get a test, stay home for 5 days. You may return after 5 
days if you have not had a fever in 24 hours without fever reducing 
medicine as long as your other symptoms are improving. 

4 If your healthcare provider determines your symptoms are from 
something else, you may return to school with a note from your 
provider as long as you have not had a fever In 24 hours without fever 
reducing medicine and your other symptoms are improving.
