Homework at the Intermediate Level

All intermediate teachers have homework expectations, which may look a little different in each classroom.  

· Your child may be given homework assignments due the next day or by the week.

· Homework will cover a variety of subject areas.

· There may be some long-term homework projects like science fair projects, memorized poetry, and biographies.

· Parents are encouraged to review student homework.  This helps build a stronger home/school connection.

· Homework teaches students to be responsible when they take it home, put time aside to do the assignments, and to are responsible to return the work to school.

· Most assignments should not take more than 30 – 45 minutes. 

· Students in sixth grade may have additional or longer assignments.

· There is an assessment made for homework on the progress report.

· Homework assignments may count toward subject area grades.

· A classroom teacher may or may not choose to keep students in from recess to make up missing homework assignments.
· Students may have extra homework assignments from work not completed in class. 
· Because assignments are differentiated, it may be difficult to reproduce them from previous weeks or when repeatedly lost.
· Students who are used to putting time aside for homework during their intermediate years tend to have an easier transition to the homework load of junior high school.
